NOTE FOR COUNCIL OF MINISTERS

1) This note deals with the approval of List of Public Holidays for the
Public Offices and holidays under the Negotiable Instrument Act in the State for
the year 2017.

2) Dr. Balakrishna Warrier, Consultant on Government calendar has
furnished draft calendar and a list of Public Holidays to be declared by the State
Government for the year 2017. Regarding the dates of Muslim festivals to be
declared as holidays, the suggestions from the Imam of Palayam, Kerala Hilal -
Committee- Kozhikode and the direction from the Government of India,
Government Calender Consultant have to be taken into consideration. A chart
showing the dates proposed by them, in respect of the religious festivals of

Muslims for the year 2017 is given below.

2017. Government of India and Government Calender Consultant informed that
Id-ul-Ad'ha (Bakrid) falls on 02.09.2017. But according to Palayam Imam and
Kerala Hilal Commitee, the Id-ul-Adha (Bakrid) will be on 01-09-2017.

Government of India and Government Calender Consultant informed that



Muharram falls on 01.10.2017. But according to Palayam Imam and Kerala

Hilal Cominitee,

the Muharram will be on 30-09-2017 .Since these are Muslim

6) The Government is used to declare local holiday for all State
Government Offices including Public Sector Undertakings functioning in New
Delhi in connection with “Holi”, As per the details of holidays published by
Government of India, during 2017, “Holi” falls on 13-03-2017 (Monday).
Therefore local holiday may be declared for all State ‘Government Offices -
including Public Sector Undertaking functioning in New Delhi on 13-03-2017

(Monday) on account of Holi.

7) During 2015, there were 25 holidays excluding 2 holidays that occured
on Second Saturday/Sundays. During the year 2016, there were 21 holidays
excluding 5 holidays, which falls on Sundays. During the year 2017 there will be
20 holidays excluding four holidays which falls on sundays. The list of holidays
thus prepared based on the ériteria followed in the previous years, for all State

Government Offices for the Calendar year 2017 is given as Appendix-1.

8) As in the previous years, it may be clarified that the holidays declared
by Government will not be applicable to institutions like various Public Sector
Undertakings/ Board/ Corporations/Companies,/Co-operative sector Institutions
other than Co-operative Banks which are coming under labour law/Industrial
Disputes Act, Kerala shops and commercial establishments act, Minimum wages

Act as the case may be.

9) The Holidays under Negotiable Instrument Act for the year 2017 has _
also to be finalised on the basis of the holidays declared for government offices

and the norms followed in the previous years.

10) During the year 2015, the total number of holidays declared under
Negotiable Instruments Act was 19, During the yeonr 2016, the total number of
holidays declared under Negotiable Instruments Act was 16, However in the year
2017, out of 21 festival/occassions, 18 days falls on working days. As Good
Friday, Vishu and Ambedkar Jayanthi falls on the same day on 14-4-2017,

Government has to declare 16 holidays under Negotiable Instrument Act



excluding 3 holidays, which falls on Sundays. Those 3 holidays occuring on
Sundays may be declared as holidays for the branches of Banks which works on
Sundays. When consulted the Regional Director, RBI has drawn attention to the
direction of Government of India on rationalisation of holidays in bank advising _
that the number of holidays for banks shall not exceed 15, éncl has requested to
consider the said guidline suitably while finalising the holidays for the year
2017. Considering the importance of holidays it will be desirable to take a stand

that same need not be excluded.

11) When circulated the Hon'ble Chief Minister has ordered to place the
list of holidays proposed to be declared to the Public Offices under the State
Government (Appendix-1) and list of holidays to be notified under Negotiable
Instruments Act for the year 2017 (Appendix-2) before the Council of Ministers

for approval.
